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Artificial Intelligence

The intelligent behavior exhibited by an
artifical object is called artificial intelligence
(AI). This artificial object is usually a computer.
Although artificial intelligence is a topic mostly
found in science fiction, it is an important
branch of computer science. In this branch,
machine learning, it’s intelligent behavior and
ability to adapt to the situation etc. are studied.
Research in this field is primarily concerned
with machines capable of performing the
intelligent behaviors required to perform
automated task for example, planning, joining,
ability to find answers to diagnostic questions,
handwriting, voice and face recognition etc.
Thus artificial intelligence is a branch of
science that solves the problems of daily life.
Systems with artificial intelligence, economics,
health sciences, engineering, defense, are used
in computer games (Chess etc.) and computer
systems.

Current Trends in Artificial Intelligence
There are two main streams in artificial
intelligence. Conventional AI and
Computational Intelligence Al. Artificial
Intelligence i1s broadly divided into machine
learning and statistics. It is also known as
symbol- based, neat Al and good old fashioned
Al. Conventional Al includes the following
methods.

1) Expert System :- This system draws
conclusions using causality. This system
analyzes a huge amount of information and
arrives at a conclusion.

2) Case based reasoning:-Solving new problems
based on Solution of Past Problem

3) Bayesian network:- A type of graphical
Model that uses probability to determine the
occurrence of an event.

4) Behavior based Intelligence:-(Behavior
based intelligence) predicts and adapt one’s
actions based on internal and external Cues.
Computational intelligence methods involve

iterative, sequential generation or learning.
Education is based on assumptions and is
associated with symbollese, scruffy Al and soft
computing.

Computational Intelligence Al include the
following methods :-

1) Neural Networks - These systems have very
good pattern recognition capabilities.
2) Fuzzy systems - These systems infer causality
from uncertain or ambiguous information. They
are used to control the production of many
industrial and consumer goods.

3) Evolutionary Computation - These system
use population, genetic variation and the
biological concepts of "the fittest will survive"
to find a more accurate answer each time.
Efforts are also ongoing to combine these two
main groups to form a hybrid intelligence.
Highly sophisticated proof rule can be
constructed using neural networks, or
generation rules can be constructed using
statistically trained systems, Intelligence
Amplification. This approach suggests how
artificial intelligence can be created from the
effect of technology augmenting human
intelligence.
